Exhibitor Move-Out:

All exhibits must be packed by 12 noon, Friday,August 22, 2008.

2008 IEEE EMC Exhibits will close at 1:00 pm on Thursday, August 21, 2008.  Early dismantling (including packing-up of any part of your exhibit) violates Show Rules and more importantly, detracts from the professional appearance of 2008 IEEE EMC.  Please note that early dismantling will not be tolerated. Immediately after the hall is cleared of visitors, the removal of aisle carpet will begin.  Upon completion of aisle carpet removal, exhibitor crates will start to arrive from storage.  This process should be completed at approximately 10:00 pm.   Your cooperation in clearing the exhibit hall of visitors/booth personnel and maintaining clear aisles for carpet removal will expedite the return of empty crates.  All exhibits must be packed by 12 noon Friday, August 22, 2008.  All freight drivers must be checked in by 10 am  Friday, August 22 or freight may be rescheduled to another carrier.

Small and/or valuable material should not be left unattended in the booth area during the return of empty crates.  Such items should be locked within the exhibit or removed by the exhibitor and stored in a secured area.

Arrangements for re-forwarding of freight must be made with GES at the conclusion of the Show.  No solicitation by non-official freight carriers will be permitted during the Show. GES will cooperate with all freight carriers and forward your exhibit via the method of your choice, providing the carrier has checked in by 12 noon Friday, August 22, 2008.  Exhibitors are still responsible for the security of all goods while in the confines of the exhibit hall.

Packing of exhibit(s) and materials from the Cobo Center must be completed by 12 noon on Friday, August 22nd..  Material not packed by that time will be dismantled for shipping back to the point of origination or removed to the GES warehouse for storage at the risk and expense of the exhibitor.

Electrical service to exhibits will be turned off at1:00 pm on Thursday, August 21.  If you have equipment that requires electricity beyond this time, a special request for keeping power on after 1:00 pm MUST be presented to the electrical service desk located in the Hall before 10:00 am on Thursday, August 21st.  Power can only be restored for those exhibitors who have requested this additional service in advance.
